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United in Jesus | Together we make a difference.
The aim of the United in Jesus ministry above all else, is to see the Kingdom of God established in the communities around us here in Southampton, and also further afield. It is our hope to encourage individual believers to lay down their differences and begin to work side by side, encouraging and supporting one another in the task of displaying the love of God to those around us.

It is from this attitude of humility that we believe the commanded blessing of God according to Psalm 133 will be upon us, giving us the victory where there has only previously been failure. Through various means, we hope to see this blessing channelled back to the churches and ministries these individuals serve within.
Things already in place and immediate plans for the ministry include:

· Regular times of openly celebrating our faith in Jesus Christ through praise and worship, and inviting those within the local community to come along and enter into the presence of God for themselves. We are believing that an openness in sharing the Gospel message in this way will lead to the Holy Spirit confirming our message with signs and wonders within these meetings.

· A fully interactive website which can be visited at: www.unitedinjesus.org.uk which is devoted to highlighting the efforts of various ministries in the local community that are devoted to seeing the love of God displayed openly, and in a selfless manner. There will be access given to leaders of certain ministries to contribute directly to the website itself with latest ministry updates, that will in turn be distributed via a regularly emailed newsletter.

· We will be seeking to find ways in which local individual ministries in need of support, can find other believers willing to draw alongside and help, especially those ministries that are aimed at reaching people that are so often overlooked. Also that we can draw attention to new ideas and ministries that could be useful on a wider scale to reach out into the local community.
· To encourage a greater level of activity between Christians locally with regard to times of prayer and intercession for the local community. Also to find a team of people willing to regularly prayer walk the neighbourhood, and maybe at times evangelise the area by the use of simple tracts and leaflets etc..

· To explore the possibility of setting up regular music workshops aimed at the local youth in the community. Also encouraging youngsters within the churches locally to get involved with the times of celebration through praise and worship mentioned earlier.
